Leyendo con Familia

Have two presenters at the front of the room, one to provide the introduction and ask the questions (your Discussion Leader) and another to read the story (your Storyteller.  Seat the parents and children comfortably around the presenters.  Parents might sit in chairs while children sit on the floor in front of their parents.)  


Discussion Leader:


Welcome.


For as long as people have been talking to one another they have been telling stories.  Storytelling has been a way to teach.


Children who grow up with books and reading tend to become good readers while those who grow up without reading in the family often do not.  Sharing books and reading at home not only helps children develop reading skills, but also gives parents an opportunity to talk about the book and ideas from the book.


Children’s books often have a message about important ideas like “Doing the right thing” or “Courage” or “Fairness”.  Fairness or justice, is a theme of a great many children’s stories.  Children always seem to have a very clear idea about what is and is not fair.  Any children’s story dealing with getting even or fairness teaches children something about justice.

The first book we are going to read is Jon Scieszka’s The True Story of the Three Little Pigs.”


Storyteller:


(Read the story in Spanish – and if appropriate also in English  - page by page, showing the pictures to the audience. Read the story all the way through before asking questions. The Discussion Leader should show the pictures to the audience as the Storyteller reads the book.)

Discussion Leader:


Now we are going to talk about the book.  First, I will ask the parents to answer and then we will give the children an opportunity to talk.  (Take your time in asking the questions.  Give your audience “wait time”, time to think of an answer.  After a few parents have responded, call on a child.  It is good if people speak up and talk freely.)

1.  If you were a judge in a court, would you find the wolf guilty?  Why or Why not?


2.  Imagine that you are a wolf.  You eat bunnies for breakfast and chipmunks for lunch.



Would you have found the wolf in this story guilty?  Why or why not?



Is it fair to have the wolf tried by a jury of pigs or people instead of wolves?


3. The wolf says he got a bad deal because the newspapers never told his side of the story, only the pigs’ side.  Is everything you read in a newspaper or see on the TV news true? 


4. Did you ever find yourself with a problem like the one the wolf had?  When you insist that someone else is to blame but on one will believe you?  What did you do?


5. Did you every get blamed for something someone else did?  A brother?  A sister?


Now we are going to talk about another important idea, courage.  The book we are going to read is Where the Wild Things Are by Maurice Sendak.  In addition to courage, we can also talk about what is real and how we can tell what is real.

Storyteller


(Read the story in Spanish – and if appropriate also in English  - page by page, showing the pictures to the audience. Read the story all the way through before asking questions. The Discussion Leader should show the pictures to the audience as the Storyteller reads the book.)

Discussion Leader


Now we are going to talk about Where the Wild Things Are..  First, I will ask the parents to answer and then we will give the children an opportunity to talk.  (Take your time in asking the questions.  Give your audience “wait time”, time to think of an answer.  After a few parents have responded, call on a child.  It is good if people speak up and talk freely.)

This time we will ask the children to answer first.

1.  This is a story about a pretend adventure.  Or maybe it is a dream.



Do you ever dream?   How can you tell when you are dreaming?


2. There are monsters in this story.  Lots of children’s stories from all around the world are filled with monsters.


Why do you think that is so?  Why do children ALL like monster stories?


3.  Was Max courageous in the story?  


Now we will ask the parents a question…


3. Even adults like monster stories – especially in the movies.


Have you seen any monster movies?


Why do you think people find monsters fun and exciting?


Now, anyone can answer….


4. Max was sent to his room.  He was all alone and he was bored.  Max goes on an adventure in his imagination (and Max has a very good imagination!)


Have you ever been sent to your room with nothing to do for a long time?


How did you pass the time?


5. Did anyone in your family ever have a real adventure?  Were they courageous?


Can you tell us about it?


Now we have time for one more story and this story is lots of fun.  This story is written with some words in English and some in Spanish.  It is called, Oh No, Gotta Go!   If you speak Spanish or if you speak English – I think you will understand this story.

Storyteller


(Read the story page by page, showing the pictures to the audience. Read the story all the way through before asking questions. The Discussion Leader should show the pictures to the audience as the Storyteller reads the book.)

Discussion Leader

How many of you have had an experience like the one the family in this book had?

I thought the parents were very patient, didn’t you?


Do you ever say “When will we be there, padre?”  “How much farther is it, madre?”

I hope you enjoyed talking about the books today and I hope you will enjoy more books from the library at home.


Next week we will have computadora week.  The parents will use the computers to look at websites on the Internet.  Boys and girls, you will get to make some crafts, sing some songs and do some other fun things while your parents are using the computers.
